Bill’s Walks (January — June 2025)

Wednesday 15th January

A 4.25 hour 8 mile (12.5 km) linear walk with 1750 ft (533 m) of ascent from
Chirk to Llangollen via Bronygarth and the Upper Ceiriog Trail. Meet at9.15 in
King Street Bus Station, Wrexham (Stand 5) to catch the T12 bus to Chirk at
9.28. Afterwards, return to Wrexham by bus from Llangollen. No dogs please.

Wednesday 19th February

A 3.5 hour 6.5 mile (10.25 km) circular walk with 1250 ft (380 m) of ascent from
Pontricket, in the Ceiriog Valley, up to the Ceiriog Trail and returning via the
Tramway. Meet at 9.15 for a 9.30 start in the large lay-by on the right of the
B4500 about 2.5 miles beyond Glyn Ceiriog (LL20 7HT Grid Ref SJ 187 344
///private.blink.imply). No dogs please.

Directions

Take the B4500 west from Chirk, into the Ceiriog Valley. Drive through Pontfadog and Glyn
Ceiriog. From here, continue on the B4500 towards Llanarmon DC for approx 2.5 miles and
the large lay-by is on your right.
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Wednesday 19th March

A 5 hour 9.75 mile (15.6 km) linear walk with 2450 ft (740 m) of ascent from
Llandegla to Llangollen via Offa's Dyke Path, Cyrny Brain and Eglwyseg. Meet
at 8.35 in King Street Bus Station, Wrexham (Stand 6) to catch the X51 bus to
Llandegla at 8.50. Afterwards, return to Wrexham by bus from Llangollen. No
dogs please.




Wednesday 16th April

A 3 hour circular 6 mile (9.5 km) walk with 1150 ft (350 m) of ascent from
Bwlch Pen Barras (Moel Famau Car Park) over Foel Fenlli to the Clwyd Gate
and returning via Llanbedr. Meet at 9.15 for a 9.30 start in the (P&D) car park
at Bwlch Pen Barras (CH7 5SH Grid Ref SJ 162 606 ///pianist.also.pens). No
dogs please.

Directions

Turn off the A494 Mold to Ruthin Road midway between Loggerheads Country Park and
Llanferres (signposted Tafarn y Gelyn and Moel Famau). Keep going up the narrow lane for
about 2 miles, past the lower car park and toilets, and up to the top (P&D) car park.

Wednesday 21st May

A 3 hour circular 6 mile (9.5 km) walk with 1325 ft (400 m) of ascent from
Llanarmon Dyffryn Ceiriog southwards up Pen y Glog and on the Upper Ceiriog
Trail. Meet at 9.15 for a 9.30 start in the centre of Llanarmon DC (LL20 7LD
Grid Ref SJ 157 328 ///camps.mows.enacts). No dogs please.

Directions

Take the B4500 west from Chirk along the Ceiriog Valley, going through Glyn Ceiriog. Then
keep to the B4500 through Tregeiriog for another 1% miles to Llanarmon DC where there is
limited parking.

Wednesday 18th June

A 3.75 hour circular 6.25 mile (10 km) walk with 2050 ft (620 m) of ascent from
Llantysilio Green, near Horseshoe Falls, Llangollen through Llandynan up to
the quarries and returning via the Dee Valley Way. Meet at 9.15 for a 9.30
start in the car park at Llantysilio Green (P&D but free for National Trust
members) (LL20 8BT Grid Ref SJ 198 433 /// best.middle.fatigued). No dogs
please.

Directions

Take the A542 west (Abbey Road) out of Llangollen towards Ruthin and the Horseshoe Pass
for about 1.25 miles, past the International Eisteddfod ground and the Motor Museum. Turn
left on to the B5103 towards Rhewl, Llantysilio and Horseshoe Falls. Go straight on past the
left turns for the Chainbridge Hotel and for Corwen. About 100 metres further along on the
left is the car park (P&D but free for National Trust members displaying a valid membership
card clearly in their car).
